• Preparing and carrying out a Defence Attaché tour
• Challenges today and in the future

representation and implementation of the interests of the 
sending government.

The aims of this course are:

• develop the skills and expertise of defence officials 
working in a multilateral environment on various aspects of 
international security

• provide practical training in national and international 
procedures

• further enhance personal skills to work in a multilateral and 
multicultural setting

• promote dialogue on defence and security issues

The course is divided into three training modules:

• global security environment (one day) 
• regional security environment (one day)
• responsibilities and tools of a (temporary) diplomat 
(three days)

Defence Attachés

• Diplomats working in the context of defence and 
diplomacy

indirectly with a Defence Attaché

• availability for the entire duration of the course
